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  Remember to attend the MANDATORY ORIENTATION MEETING on Tuesday, 
May 24 at 7 p.m. in the RHS gym.  This is a required meeting for all 2011-2012 band

ALL band students should have received a mailing about the opportunity to attend the rotational**  band trip to San 
Antonio, Texas, in April 2012.  Permission slips and deposits for the trip were due on April 20.  However,  since the mailing went out 
later than expected, we will be extending the deadline to Tuesday, May 31τwhich will be our absolute FINAL cutoff.   After that date, 
final trip costs will be calculated and final plans made with the travel agency, based on the number of students attending.   If you want 
to join in (or drop out), do so by 5/31!!  We hope many students will participate to ensure that our band can perform well for our 
Texas hosts.   Please put your $50 deposit and signed permission form into the HyVee box (in a labeled, sealed envelope, please). 

 

This trip is optional, but note that when you turn in your student permission form and deposit, you are committing to the trip and to 
the minimum payment schedule that is laid out to finance your trip.  You may make your installments via  a check payment OR au-
thorization for withdrawal from your student account.  The next $100 installment is due May 20. (see page 5).  The total cost of the 
trip cannot exceed $1,200 per student, but that does not include spending money.  Also, marching band students will incur other 
travel expenses through their fall marching season, so please remember to set aside funds for that as you make your decision for the 
rotational trip.   ** (Band members have an opportunity to take a trip like this once every 4 yearsτand this is the year for RHS band!). 

 

Our band parent organization has worked hard to provide student fundraising opportunities so that EVERY student has an opportunity 
to raise the funds they need to participate in this and other band activities.
